e Photo submissions will be accepted from January 15th - February 12th. No
late entries will be accepted.

6. Prizes

e The photo with the most likes on February 12th at 12pm central will be the
winner of the photo contest. The winner will receive a membership to the
garden that they may use for themselves or a gift and a certificate for their
accomplishment.
